Are you ready for some skiing?  Silver Mountain is getting ready for the Desert Ski Club.  As of Monday, November 19th Silver Mountain has had 20” of snowfall so far this season. This trip has always been one of our favorites.  This year we have condos available at the foot of the gondola in addition to our traditional haunt at the Baymont Inn.  The condos can accommodate up to six people.  The trip cost is $219/person for double occupancy at the Baymont Inn.  For a Morning Star Lodge studio condo, the trip cost is $263/person double occupancy.  The cost for one and two bedroom condos for up to six people is available on request.  If you have a Mission Ridge or a White Pass season pass you can reduce the trip price by $70.  There is also a discount of $20 on senior lift tickets (62+). We still have pizza and beverages on the bus Friday evening and beer and nachos Saturday afternoon at Moguls lounge in Mountain Haus. To sign up, pay for ½ the trip and the December meeting and the remainder at the January Meeting.  We still have seats available on the bus.  Don’t wait too long.

Username = FirstnameLastname(all run together, no spaces, capitalization DOES MATTER)

Password = FirstnameLastname(all run together, no spaces, capitalization DOES MATTER) –up to the first 10 characters.

Example – JohnSnowboarder would be user name.


      JohnSnowbo would be password.

When you first log in as a member, you will see there is the opportunity for you to change your user name, password, mailing address, phone numbers and email address by clicking on “Edit Your Profile”. If you have an email address listed, you can request the system to send you your username and password in the future, and should you forget what it is.
