This perennial favorite has been moved up to February for the best snow.  This year’s trip is for all ages. We’ll be leaving at 5PM from the Federal Building parking lot on Friday, February 22.  We'll return Sunday night about 10PM.  We’ll be staying at the Shilo Inn in Bend (yes, they have a restaurant, a lounge and a riverside Jacuzzi) and taking our charter bus up to the mountain each morning.  Prices are $301/adult, $198 for teens 13-18, and $178 for ages 6-12.  These prices are based on double adult occupancy.  For singles, we’ll arrange a compatible roommate unless you want a single room, in which case the trip price will be $411.  The trip price includes transportation, two night’s accommodations, two days lift tickets, dinner on the bus on the ride up, and snacks. As an “all ages” trip, alcohol will not be provided by the club.  However club members are welcome to bring their own.

Located high in the mountains of Central Idaho, Brundage Mountain Resort is best known for its powder-packed glades and luxuriously wide groomed runs.  With over 300 inches of snowfall annually, Brundage has the reputation for having the Best Snow in Idaho.  Brundage also offers Sno-Cat skiing on over 19,000 acres of incredible terrain.  Jared, the Activities Director, will come to the hotel to meet the group and give us the scoop on the mountain.

  

Then we have Tamarack! Pristine powder or corduroy groomers, cliff drops or terrain parks, with gorgeous views and resorts like you’ve never seen. Jeff, the Activities Director at Tamarack, wants to meet us as well and give us the Tamarack lingo.  It’s the battle of the Mountains!

We’ll ski a day at each, stay in McCall at the Hunt Lodge, aka Holiday Inn Express, complete with pool/hot tub, continental breakfast, and it’s in the middle of quaint McCall, touting several delicious restaurants/bars. 

The tentative departure schedule is load the bus at 4:00 and bus leaves the Federal Bldg., Richland at 4:30.  We will keep you posted on that.

In March, the American Cancer Society (ACS) is hosting events at the White Pass and Stevens Pass ski area called “Hope on the Slopes”.  “Hope on the Slopes” is a 24 hour long ski event where participants attain as much vertical feet skiing or boarding as they can and, more importantly, raise money for the ACS by seeking donations from friends and family via a website.  The Stevens Pass “Hope on the Slopes” will be conducted on March 8th – 9th.  The White Pass “Hope on the Slopes” will be conducted on March 15th – 16th.

      JohnSnowbo would be password.
